The govemment of Brunei
Darussalam requires all visitors to
have a valid passport and onward
tickets or sufficient funds to support
themselves while in the country.
Visa requiremenis wvary by
nationality:

USA: 90 days entry with no visa

Austria, Germany, Ireland,
Malaysia, New Zealand, Oman,
Singapore, South HKorea, the
United Arab Emirates and the
United Kingdom: 30 days entry
with no visa

Awustralia: Visas granted on arrival
for visits not exceeding 30 days

Belgium, Canada, Denmark,
France, Indonesia, Italy, Japan,
Liechtenstein, Luxembourg,
Maldives, the Netherlands,
Norway. Peru, the Philippines,
Poland, Slovak Republic, Spain,
Sweden, Switzerland, Thailand
and Ukraine : 14 days entry with
no visa

A 72-hour transit wvisa 1ssued on
armnval is available to all nationalities
except for Israell passport holders.



All other nationals enterning Brunei
must obtain visas from any Brunei
Darussalam diplomatic  mission
abroad.
