Assembly for promoting Hotels

The Moroccan city of Marrakesh host-
ed the World Assembly of the
International Council for Promoting
Hotels and Tourism. His Royal
Highness King Muhammad VI opened
the Assembly with a speech in which
he assured participants that the strat-
egy of tourism in Morocco had adopt-
ed what he called "a civilized and
open perspective", which enabled it to
overcome the negative effects of the
attacks on the United States in
September 2001. In a special letter
addressed to participants of the
assembly and delivered on his behalf
by his advisor, Mr Muhammad
Mu’tasim, the King declared that
Morocco intended within the national
strategy to obtain its share from the
large anticipated influx of more than
one billion tourists across the world, a
quarter of whom were in the
Mediterranean alone.

The assembly, which was held for the
first time in an African country, lasted
three days during which a number of issues were discussed,
including experiences vis-à-vis globalization, educational part-
nerships, professions, and the relevance of tourism to other
aspects of development.

The general-secretary and supervisor of the Programme
for Planning and Strategy, Dr Salman bin Abdul Rahman al-Sidiri,
along with a group of experts and advisors in the Secretariat of the
Board of Tourism, articulated their proposal within the framework of a
national tourism plan.
