the month of June with its misty skies, cool, fresh breezes,
and light autumnal rain showers that leave the ground a lush
carpet of green. A distinguished tourist attraction whose tem-
perature in June is usually between 15 and 22 degrees centi-
grade, Zaffar also boasts picturesque mountains and sandy
beaches.

Zaffar thus attracts thousands of people throughout the
Autumn who come to relax and to enjoy such sites as the
Derbat waterfalls, Eyoun Hamran, Razzat and Gerziz. There
is also a cultural festival that last 48 days and welcomes
tourists in particular, celebrating autumn on the Eteen Plain in
the centre of Salala. This is organized by the Zaffar
Municipality. The festival comprises many activities, includ-
ing cultural, artistic, sports, entertainment and games, as well
as markets. Mr Mohsen El-Baloushy, deputy minister of trade
and tourism, states that the Salala Autumn Festival is distin-
guished because of its mixture of activities. Several interna-
tional folklore groups participate in the festival too.

The last few years have witnessed thousands of people visit-
ing from Kuwait (last year, for example, there more than 3,000
Kuwaiti visitors), probably due to not only Salala’s relative
proximity to Kuwait but the similarity of traditions of both
Oman and Kuwait which will no doubt mean an increase in
numbers in 2002, especially since there is now a direct link on
Kuwait Airways between Kuwait and Salala (one flight per
week). Tis also, of course, positively helps promote tourism
between Arab Countries.
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
